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Things to See and Do 
Here are some local indoor activities in which you 
might be interested until the weather gets warmer. 

Cryptologic Museum, Fort Meade, Maryland.   
This is an outstanding activity, which is free and 
there is free parking in the Museum’s lot.  The 
Museum is the National Security Agency’s main 
connection with the public.  It opened in 1993 and 
has thousands of artifacts that document the 
history of the cryptologic profession.  You may take 
the 1-hour plus tour on your own, or if you have a 
small group, you can arrange for a tour guide who is 
very knowledgeable about the subject matter. 
National Vigilance Park, adjacent to the Museum, 
highlights the role and sacrifices of our country's 
aerial reconnaissance programs. The museum is 
located just off MD 295 and Route 32, on Colony 7 
Road.  It is open to the public Monday through 
Friday 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.   Check the website for

International Spy Museum, Washington, DC.  
The museum opened in 2002, and is the only public 
museum in the United States dedicated to 
espionage.  The Museum has the largest collection 
of international espionage artifacts on public 
display.  This museum is very interesting, but is 
pricey, at $18.00 (adults); $17.00 for 65+ seniors and 
active duty military; and $15.00 (child, ages 5-11). It 
takes approximately 2 hours to tour the museum.  
Parking on the street is limited, but you can park in 
a nearby pay garage, or take the Metro into DC.   
The Museum is located at 800 F Street, NW.  It is 

normally open all week, from about 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 
p.m.  Check the website for more information and

Goddard Space Flight Center’s Visitors 
Museum, Greenbelt, Maryland.  This is an 
excellent free activity.  Exhibits include “Science on 
a Sphere”, the Hubble Space Telescope, the Goddard 
Rocket Garden, and many others. It is located on 
ICESat Road (past the security checkpoint), 
Greenbelt, Maryland, and there is free parking. It is 
open September through June Tuesday through 
Friday (10:00 a.m. – 3:00 p.m.) and Saturday and 
Sunday (Noon – 4:00 p.m.) and July and August 
Tuesday through Saturday (10:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.) 
and closed Sunday and Monday.  It is closed on 
Mondays and all Federal Holidays.    Check the 
website for more information at:

College Park Aviation Museum, College Park, 
Maryland.  The Museum, which opened in 1998, is 
an affiliate of the Smithsonian Institution.  It is 
located on the grounds of the world's oldest 
continuously operating airport. The airport was 
founded in 1909 when Wilbur Wright came here to 
give flight instruction to the first military aviators.  
The cost is only $4.00 (adults), $3.00 seniors, and 
$2.00 (children).  It is open daily from 9:00 a.m. to 
5:00 p.m., except major Holidays.  There are a large 
number of children’s activities available at the 
museum.  Check the website for more information
