The National Defense Authorization Act of 2008 contained an amendment to allow un-uniformed
service members, Military retirees, and Veterans to render a hand salute during the hoisting,
lowering, or passing of the U.S. flag. A later amendment further authorized hand-salutes during the
National Anthem by Veterans and out-of-uniform Military personnel. This was included in the
Defense Authorization Act of 2009, which President Bush signed on October 14, 2008.

Post Operations

The following article is a partial extract from the
November 2009 issue of Post 238’s newsletter. As I
read their article, I realized this is a reoccurring
topic at every American Legion Post.

There continues to be confusion and misconceptions
regarding the American Legion and social quarters
operations. The American Legion is a non-profit
organization and many of our family members
believe this includes the social quarters. The
American Legion and the canteen are two different
operations and are governed (Federal, State, and
County laws) differently. The American Legion
owns the building and property it sits on. As a non-
profit organization the Post does not pay property or
income taxes. However, the Post does have to pay
utilities, insurance, building and property
maintenance. All this adds up to quite a hefty sum
of money each month. In order to generate revenue
to pay these expenses the Post rents the hall, the
pavilion, and conducts other small fund raisers
(including the Turkey Shoot) throughout the year.
Being non-profit does not mean we can operate
without revenue.

The social quarters (canteen, bar, lounge) is a
business operation. It operates on a profit — loss
basis. The social quarters pays taxes, licensing fees,
payroll, and payroll taxes, etc. The social quarters
keeps the bar stock and must balance prices against
expenses. The bar is the business side of the
American Legion and must operate at a profit in
order to operate at all. Even so, we make every
effort to keep the prices very competitive with other
bars and offer services / beverages at prices much
lower than any public establishment in our area.

During these challenging economic times, the local
taxes have increased, our utility bills have doubled,
and the distributors have increased prices. We
continue to make every effort to hold the line on our
cost to you.

AED at Post 66

During 2009, an Automated External Defibrillator
(AED) was installed in the social quarters at Post
66. In the event of a sudden cardiac

The American Heart Association also estimates
that more than 50,000 of these lives could have
been saved if lifesaving AED’s were more widely
available. An AED is a small user-friendly device
that recognizes heart rhythms and, if

arrest, this potentially life saving device
is readily available to our members and
their guests.

Sudden cardiac arrest is a leading cause
of death, resulting from an abrupt loss of
heart function. Sudden death from
cardiac arrest is a major health problem

necessary, will advise the user to deliver a
shock in order to restore a normal heart
rhythm to the patient.

The current national survival rate from
sudden cardiac arrest is estimated at only
5 percent. Automatic defibrillators allow
bystanders to deliver lifesaving shocks

that has received much less publicity than
heart attack.

The American Heart Association estimates that
about 250,000 people die each year of coronary
heart disease without ever being hospitalized.
That's because about half of all deaths from heart
disease, more than 680 Americans each day, are
sudden deaths caused by cardiac arrest.

minutes earlier than traditional rescuers
can arrive on scene. Each minute saved
increases the victim's chance of survival by 10
percent.

We are very fortunate to have one of these easy to
use devices at our Post in case of emergency. Look
for the AED sign at the bar.

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Things to See and Do

February/March 2010. With all the snow and cold
weather we've had since December, we wanted to
think “warm” for this issue of the newsletter. Here
are two military points of interest in much warmer
climates! If you are ever in New Orleans or Hawaii,
these two attractions are must sees!

National WW II Museum (New Orleans, LA).
The National World War II Museum tells the story of
the American involvement in the War. The Museum
was dedicated in 2000 as The National D-Day Museum
and was designated by Congress as the Country’s
official museum of WWII. The Museum has recently
begun a $300 million expansion. For more

USS Arizona Memorial (Pearl Harbor, Oahu,
Hawaii). The USS Arizona is the final resting place
for many of the ship's 1,177 crewmen who lost their
lives on December 7, 1941, with the Japanese invasion
of Pearl Harbor. A 184-foot-long Memorial structure
spans the mid-portion of the sunken battleship. It has
the entry and assembly rooms; a central area designed
for ceremonies and general observation; and the shrine
room, where the names of those killed on the Arizona
are engraved on the marble wall. The current
Visitor’s Center is sinking because it was built on
reclaimed land, which is causing water seepage into
the basement. Ground was broken in November
2008, for a brand new Visitor’s Center. It is due to
be completed by December 2010. For more

USS Battleship Missouri Memorial (Pearl
Harbor, Oahu, Hawaii). The USS Missouri is an
Towa-class battleship. It was launched and
commissioned in 1944. It is best known as the site
of Japan’s unconditional surrender to the Allied
Forces on September 2, 1945, which ended WWII.
The ceremony was conducted by the Supreme Allied
Commander General Douglas A. MacArthur. The
Missouri was decommissioned for the second and
final time in 1995 when the Navy donated it for
preservation as a National Museum. It was the last
battleship to be launched and the last to be
decommissioned. The Missouri was in dry-dock, but
it reopened to visitors on January 15, 2010.

DOD is Taking SSNs Off ID Cards

The Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) is in the first
phase of its initiative to eliminate Social Security Numbers
(SSN) from all ID cards. The printed dependent SSN is
being removed from Dependent Identification and Privilege
cards (DD Forms 1173 and 1173-1) and replaced with “xxx-
xx-xxxx”. This change is being made to protect the identity
information of cardholders.

Eligible family members will see this change when you
renew your ID card. You do not need to renew your ID card
right away; you can renew it when it expires. At this point,
the sponsor’s SSN will remain visible on the card. Those
renewing ID cards should bring two forms of identification
from the OMB I-9 document list. One must be a federal or
state-issued photo ID. The list is on page 5 of this document
www.uscis.gov/files/form/I-9_IFR_02-02-09.pdf (or by
contacting the nearest ID card office). You can find an ID
card office near you by going to
www.dmdc.osd.mil/rsl/owa/home or by contacting your
RSO.

DMDOC states that if you are a retiree with an indefinite
expiration date on your ID card and wish to replace your
card with one without an SSN, the earliest you will be able
to do so is January 2010.

Note: Retirees’ spouses who are either age 75 or older or
permanently disabled can apply for a permanent ID card
when your current ID card expires.
