At a recent meeting of the Turkey Shoot 
Committee, it was decided to allow shooters to 
compete in Turkey Shoots electronically over the 
Internet, through their home computers.  The 
procedures, as outlined at the meeting, permits 
anyone wishing to shoot for a week need only to 
submit the usual fee, either by check, money order, 
or PayPal, download the targets onto their home 
computer from the Post website, and shoot their 
targets, at home and at their leisure.  Once they 
have shot their targets, the shooter scans the target 
and sends it to the Post via e-mail for judging. 

“The benefits to the shooter and the 
Post are so obvious that I am surprised 
we haven’t thought of this earlier”, said 
Dan Healey, Turkey Shoot Committee 
Chairman.  “The Post saves money 
since we don’t have to print targets or 
pass out shells”, he said.  “The member 
saves time and gas expenses, as well as 
not being exposed to the elements.” 

It is hoped that by moving the shoots out of the Post 
area, there will no longer be a need to submit 
requests for licenses, inspections, renting a Port-a-
John and other things that cost time and money.  It 
also allows for a relatively unlimited number of 
shooters, even those from out of state. 

When asked about the possibility of cheating, 
Healey responded, “Nonsense!  Obviously we have 
considered someone trying a stunt like that and we 
have sufficient safeguards in place to prevent such 
an occurrence, as well as our usual tie-breaking 

procedures.  Besides, how would anyone 
possibly know what score they would 
need to win?”

How many of you have asked them to be members of 
the Legion when they returned?

Things to See and Do 

Rolling Thunder.  This year marks the 23rd Anniversary 
of “Rolling Thunder”.  If you’ve never heard of Rolling 
Thunder before, it is both an organization and annual event 
that help to bring awareness of ongoing POW/MIA issues.   
 
During the Memorial Day weekend, there are many events 
in our area locally which are related to this activity.  One of 
the largest is on Sunday May 30, 2010.  There are many 
motorcycle processions (led by motor officers) from outlying 
feeder locations which will ride to the Pentagon.  Rolling 
Thunder stages at the Pentagon parking lot and travels 
along a blocked-off parade route in Washington, DC, to the 
Vietnam Veteran’s Memorial.  Many supporters and visitors 
to the area line the parade route to show their support to 
this issue and respect to our Veterans.  The best way to get 
downtown is by Metro to watch the parade. 
 
The procession starts around noon and normally lasts 
several hours, during which the central portion of DC is not 
accessible to motor traffic.  Be aware that a number of 
motorcycles will be sharing the roads that weekend.

James L. Pritchett, Jr., Scholarship 2010 

Background.  This scholarship, in the amount of $1,200.00, was created by the membership of Disney-
Bell Post 66 in memory of Past Commander James L. Pritchett, Jr. 

Eligibility.  This scholarship is open to any senior high school student who is an Eagle Scout (BSA) or a 
Gold Star Scout (GSA) planning to continue their education at an accredited 2-or 4-year college or 
university and meet one of the following categories. 
-- An active Eagle Scout with Troop 1688, minimum of 12 months tenure with T1688 required at                                 
application date. 
-- An Eagle Scout or Gold Star Scout who is the child, grandchild, step-child of a member of Disney-Bell 
Post 66 in good standing or a member of Post Everlasting). 

Application Procedures.  Scouts competing for this scholarship must submit the application no later than 
5:00 p.m., April 26, 2010. 

James St. Aubin Scholarship 2010 

Background.  This scholarship, in the amount of $1,200.00, was created by the membership of Disney-
Bell Post 66 in memory of Past Commander St. Aubin. 

Eligibility.  Any senior NJROTC cadet at Bowie High School planning to continue their education at an 
accredited 2- or 4-year college or university.
